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align with lower ridge on mailbox side
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Peel tack strip from back of mask sheet.
Secure template to tack strip.  Make sure the 
template and tack strip are aligned together.

Tear off your address number blocks from the 
number sheet and secure them to the tack 
strip.  Use the template to align them.

Turn tack strip with numbers over and peel off the 
clear mask sheet.

Apply the clear mask sheet to the numbers and 
template.  Make sure the template and mask sheet are 
aligned together. Be careful not to make bubbles or 
wrinkles in the mask sheet.

Using your finger, firmly rub the mask sheet 
onto the numbers.  A ruler or credit card may 
also be used to thoroughly secure the mask.

Turn the sheet over and peel the tack strip and number 
backing from the numbers.  If the numbers remain 
attached to their backing, repeat step 6.

TAKE EXTRA CARE IN THIS STEP:  Make sure you clean 
the mailbox area on which you intend to apply the 
numbers.  If the surface is not clean, the life of the 
numbers will be compromised.

Position the lettering set at the desired location on the 
mailbox. To ensure a level application, align the 
template bottom with the lower ridge on the mailbox 
side.  Be careful not to apply numbers with wrinkles or 
bubbles.

Using your finger, firmly rub the numbers 
through the mask sheet and onto the mailbox.

Peel away the mask sheet from the mailbox.

Template

Tack strip
(clear mask sheet on other side)

Address numbers
Up to 5 numbers can fit into the template 
for mailbox side address application. If 
desired, up to 3 address numbers can fit 
on the mailbox door.

NOTE:  6 and 9 are used interchangeably.
